Rainbows

A rainbow is one of the most
wondrous sights in nature.

Rainbows are caused by light
shining through water, so the
best time to look for them is
during a break in a rainstorm,
when the sun is peeking out.

The sky beneath a rainbow is
brighter than the sky above it,
so if you see a bright patch of
sky, look closely.

When a
rainbow itself is especially
vibrant, there may be a
double rainbow reflected
from the top of the arc. The
colors of this rainbow will be
in reverse.
